     Audition Eligibility

a. Each candidate must have all required documents to Coach Hillman by the required date  (Tuesday, April 26th ).

b. Candidate must hand in the following: Application, Medical Release Form, Parent Permission & Agreement Form, Student Agreement form, and a Copy of your 3rd Quarter report card.

c. Candidate must be a SEHS student or a student living within the SEHS district or a student who has “choiced” into SEHS for the 2011/2012 school year.
II. Audition Information

a. The first two nights are clinic, or practice nights (April 26,27, 4:30-6:30 pm)
b. The third night is actual audition night (April 28, 4:30-6:30 pm)

c. You must attend all three nights to be eligible to audition

d. You will be taught short dance routines (combination of jazz, pom and hip hop).  You will be taught skills required for marching season, kicks, leaps and turns.
e. For all three days of auditions candidates must wear appropriate clothing,  jazz/dance shoes, jazz pants or other stretch pants and a white fitted t-shirt or tank top (no stomach or cleavage showing); hair must be up and off the face; no jewelry, no gum; only water in the dance room.  Part of your audition score is a general appearance score; to earn all points you must look neat and exude school spirit.

f. All scores are kept confidential, and all decisions on team selection are final.

i. SMILE! Show us some personality!
ii. Stay confident and practice both your strengths and weaknesses.

iii. Ask questions!!!  I and my older dancers are here to help you.

If You Make the Team….

Practice schedule: 

*All practices are mandatory.

*During school, we practice on Monday and Thursday from 2:45-5:45pm.

*Tuesday practices will become part of your practice schedule during band season only. Times will be determined then.

*Wednesday practices will be added when the Winter Guard season begins.

*Summer practices will be scheduled after the new team is selected.

*Practice may be extended or days added, as needed, especially during the spring competition season.

*The first practice for new team members will be on Monday, May 16th from 4-6pm in the dance room, with a parent meeting to follow.
*Band Registration is May 23, 6-8pm. The first Band Mini camp is the next day, May 24-26, 430-630pm.

**A mandatory parent meeting will be held from 6-7pm on May 16.  All parents must attend this meeting. All members should be prepared to make a deposit of $50. for camp expenses.  You will also need $50.00 deposit for S.I.M.B.A. that will be due at Band Registration.
Dance Camp: Mandatory for all members-July 24-27th at USF-Tampa.
Fundraisers: All team members will participate in planned fundraisers.  Money earned will be credited to your personal account or to the general account to pay for team expenses. Some fundraisers include: Carwashes, yard sales, Necklace and wreath sales. The girls will have to participate in band fundraisers also.

Insurance: All team members are required to purchase school insurance ($20).  This is the policy of the Manatee County School District.  The cost of school insurance is included in the S.I.M.B.A. fees.
Performances: All performances are mandatory. The dance team performs with the band during FB season, performs at band functions and at dance team functions. (subject to change) Varsity Football games, Dance competitions (Dec.-April), Basketball games, Pep rallies, IB Orientations, Parades, Concerts, etc.

Dance classes: It is recommended that all team members enroll in a

studio dance class, especially over summer break.

Southeast High School Nolettes Dance Team 
Charter
Article I.  Team Name
The name of this organization shall be the Southeast High School Nolettes Dance Team, representing Southeast High School.

Article II. Purpose
The group, through its organization and members, shall endeavor to accomplish the following:

· Develop dance, performance, and design(choreograph)skills.

· Exhibit camaraderie and a spirit if cooperation among teammates.

· Develop character, good citizenship, and good sportsmanship.

· Develop leadership skills.

Article III.  Eligibility and Membership

Membership in the dance team is open to freshmen, sophomore, junior, and senior students of SEHS who have a cumulative 2.0 GPA or better and good citizenship and attendance.

Applicants audition in front of a panel of qualified judges.  The coach will determine the size of the team and will determine who will make the team, based upon the audition scores, attendance and citizenship records, and teacher recommendations.

Dismissal from the team can result from:

· Referral to a counselor or administrator for disciplinary reasons.
· Refusal to perform with the team.

· Failure to comply with the team constitution.

· Participation in conduct endangering the reputation of the team.

· Disrespect to the coach, staff or teammates.

· Excessive absences from class, practices and/or performances.

Article IV. Practices

Attendance is required at all practices.  For regularly scheduled practices, the only excused absences would be illness or serious family business.  A job is not an acceptable excuse for missing a regular practice time.  In addition, although we encourage all members to participate in dance classes outside of the Nolettes, outside dance class and performances is not an excuse to miss a scheduled practice or performance.   Practice schedules for the school year will be given to all members.  It is entirely up to the Nolette to maintain knowledge of the practice schedule.  All Nolettes are expected to arrive at practice on time and will not be allowed to leave early for any reason except illness or with prior authorization from the coach.  During the weeks prior to competitions and/or performances, additional practices will be necessary.  These dates will be announced in advance.
If you will be absent for a practice, you or your parents must inform the coach via a phone call or email in a timely fashion.  Word of mouth, through another member or otherwise, is not acceptable.  Failure to report your absence will result in demerits as outlined in the addendum to the charter.

Article V.  Summer Camp and Practices
Camp is MANDATORY for all Nolettes (7/24 – 7/27).  Camp is a teambuilding and skill learning experience.  All summer practices are MANDATORY.  These dates are given in advance, and you are expected to ask off from work, plan around summer events, etc.

Article VI.  Performances
The team performs at football games, home basketball games, pep rallies, in parades, at various school concerts and activities and at competitions.  All performances are mandatory.  It is possible that a member might not perform with the team at every event.  Reasons for not performing might include:

· Excessive absences from practices.

· Insufficient knowledge of the routine/technique.

· Academic or behavioral difficulties

· Refusal to wear required hairstyle, makeup, and/or designated costume.

Article VII.  Financial Responsibilities and Fund Raising
All members shall participate in group fundraising activities throughout the year.  Members and their parent/guardian are responsible for payments of all dues and fees.  Expected cost for the 2011-2012  team are outlined on the “Cost and Fees” sheet included in the audition packet.  Accounts not paid by the established schedule will result in fines and possible exclusion form team activities. .  Members are responsible for lost/damaged items.

Fundraising opportunities are offered throughout the year to offset team expenses.  Those with a financial need are encouraged to participate in all fund raising efforts.
· All fundraising efforts will be approved by the coach prior to the effort being executed.

· All fundraising activities will be conducted within the guidelines set forth by the Administration of Southeast High School and the School Board of Manatee County.

· All monies raised by the team will be given to the coach or her designated representative who will then give the monies to school accounting office for proper tracking and deposit into the proper school accounts as dictated by the Administration of Southeast High School and the School Board of Manatee County.

Failure to strictly adhere to this Article of the Charter can result in dire consequences for the Nolettes Dance Team and/or its sponsor.  Members and/or parents participating in unauthorized fundraising and/or inappropriate handling of monies will result in the member being immediately dismissed from the team.
Article VIII.  Disciplinary Procedures
A. The demerit system will be used for all minor infractions of the rules.  It is impossible to list every reason for a demerit, so the coach reserves the right to issue demerits for other inappropriate behaviors as well.

B. 50 demerits issued equal a one game suspension.

75 Demerits issued equals a two game suspension.

100 Demerits issued equals dismissal from the team.

     C.
     Suspension means that a Nolette is not allowed to perform: however she must 

              attend all practices and the game itself.  Further suspension will happen 

              whenever any of the following occur:
1. Two Unexcused Absences From Practices.  Missing practice is only excused for illness or at the discretion of the coach.

2. Unexcused Absence from a game

3. Failure to show up for a special event, authorized fundraiser, or performance.

4. Accumulimation of 50 demerits.

C. Grounds for dismissal include the following:

                     1.  Two (2) suspension.

                     2.  Unsportsmanlike conduct seen or reports to the coach.

                     3.  Insubordination or lack of cooperation with the team or coach.

Article IX.  S.I.M.B.A.
The Nolettes Dance Team is a member of the Southeast Instrumental Music Boosters Association (S.I.M.B.A.), along with the band and color guard.  Membership in this organization allows for greater opportunities.  Each member in required to be a member of SIMBA.  Fees for SIMBA are separate from the dance team and are outlined in the Marching Band Packet.
